PLANNING CASE LAW UPDATE 2011


WHAT EVERY PROPERTY LAWYER NEEDS TO KNOW





As the difficulties of the economic climate continue, developers constantly ask how they can defer completing projects whilst keeping their planning permission alive and whether operations carried out in breach of condition implement a planning permission. This lecture will review the recent case law and political context in respect of   permissions and explore the question of alternative available sites.  We will also look at this year’s important cases relating to compulsory purchase, planning enforcement, village greens and the funding of litigation.
